Be sure that the path to your Perl binary @gPerl\bin) is in yourPATH environment variable. This can

be done either through editil@\AutoExec.bat, if present, or through tHenvironment Variables option of

the Advanced tab in theSystem area of the Control Panel. Especially when running Apache as a service,
you may also want to add

LoadFile "C:/Path/to/ Perl/bin/perl56.dlI"
in httpd.conf, before loadingrod_per | . so, to load your pendl | .

If you have &l ear Modul eLi st directive enabled ihttpd.conf, you may also need to add

AddModul e nod_perl.c
