If the $key argument is passed in the scalar context only a single value will be returned. Since the table
preserves the insertion order, if there is more than one value for the same key, the oldest value assosiatec
with the desired key is returned. Calling in the scalar context is also much faster, as it’ll stop searching the
table as soon as the first match happens.

If the $key and thebval arguments are used, the set() operation will happen: all existing values associ-
ated with the kegkey (and the key itself) will be deleted aidal ue will be placed instead.
