1.1 | Description

This chapter gives you the bare minimum information to get you started with mod_perl 2.0. For most
people it's sufficient to get going.

1.2 | Installation

If you are a Win32 user, please refer to the Win32 installation document.
First, download the mod_perl 2.0 source.

Before installing mod_perl, you need check that you have the mod_perl 2.0 preregusiatsd.
Apache and the right Perl version have to be built and instaééate you can proceed with building
mod_perl.

In this chapter we assume that httpd and all helper files were installedbi@ieiE/httpd/prefork, if your
distribution doesn't install all the files under the same tree, please refer to the complete installation instruc-
tions.

Now, configure mod_perl:

%tar -xvzf nod_perl-2.x.xx.tar.gz
% cd nodperl-2.0
% per| Makefile. PL MP_APXS=$HOWE/ htt pd/ pref or k/ bi n/ apxs MP_I NST_APACHE2=1

where MP_APXS is the full path to thepxs executable, normally found in the same directory as the
ht t pd executable, but could be put in a different path as well.

Finally, build, test and install mod_perl:
% make && make test && nake install

If something goes wrong or you need to enable optional features please refer to the complete installation
instructions.

1.3 | Configuration

If you are a Win32 user, please refer to the Win32 configuration document.

Enable mod_perl built as DSO, by addindntipd.conf:

Next, tell Perl where to find mod_perl2 libraries:

1.4 |Server Launch and Shutdown

Apache is normally launched wit#tpachect | :

% $HOVE/ ht t pd/ pr ef or k/ bi n/ apachect| start

and shut down with:

% $HOVE/ ht t pd/ pr ef or k/ bi n/ apachect| stop

Check$HOME/httpd/prefork/loggerror_log to see that the server has started and it's a right one. It should
say something similar to:

To enable registry scripts addhttpd.conf:

Alias /perl/ [hone/httpd/ httpd-2.0/perl/
<Location /perl/>
Set Handl er perl -script
Per | ResponseHandl er ModPerl :: Registry
Per| Opti ons +Par seHeader s
Opti ons +ExecCd
</ Locat i on>

and now assuming that we have the following script:
#! / usr/ bi n/ perl

print "Content-type: text/plain\n\n";
print "nmod_perl 2.0 rocks!\n";

saved infhome/httpd/httpd-2.0/perl/rock.pl. Make the script executable and readable by everybody:

% chrmod a+rx /hone/ httpd/ httpd-2. 0/ perl/rock. pl

Of course the path to the script should be readable by the server too. In the real world you probably want
to have a tighter permissions, but for the purpose of testing that things are working this is just fine.

Now restart the server and issue a requeigtpa’/localhost/perl/rock.plland you should get the response:

nmod_per|l 2.0 rocks!
If that didn’t work check therror_log file.

1.6 [Handler Modules

Finally check that you can run mod_perl handlers. Let’s write a response handler similar to the registry
script from the previous section:

Save the code in the fildyApache/Rocks.pm, somewhere where mod_perl can find it. For example let's
put it under /home/httpd/httpd-2.0/perl/MyApache/Rocks.pm, and we tell mod_perl that
/home/httpd/httpd-2.0/perl/ is in @ NC, via a startup file which includes just:

use lib gw(/home/ httpd/ httpd-2.0/perl);

and loaded fronhttpd.conf:

Now we can configure our module littpd.conf:

<Location /rocks>

Set Handl er perl-script

Per | ResponseHandl er M/Apache: : Rocks

Now restart the server and issue a requdisttipa’/localhost/rockg and you should get the response:

mod_perl 2.0 rocks!

If that didn’t work check therror_log file.
