Existing CGI scripts will run much faster under mod_perl. And converting existing CGI scripts to run
under mod_perl is easy.

For example, here’s an existing CGlI script calieldo.cgi.

That's basically it. Your scripts do need to be well coded, but there’'s evelptwhe: : Per| Run
module to help with those "less clean" programs.

So how much faster do scripts run unédpache: : Regi st ry? Obviously, it depends on the script, but
thehello.cgi script above ran at 7.3 requests per second as a CGlI script and 243.0 requests per second with
Apache: : Regi stry.
